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DOG FLEATREATMENTS CAN KILL CATS

When owners apply dog spot on
flea treatments to cats there actions
could be fatal as they could be ex-
posing their cats to Permethrin Poi-
soning. Permethrin is a pyrethroid
insecticide. Pyrethroids are syn-
thetic analogues of pyrethrins
which are naturally occurring sub-
stances extracted from Chrysanthe-
mum flowers. Permethrin is a neu-
rotoxin that works by binding to

and blocking open sodium chan-
nels on the surface of nerve cells.
This interferes with nerve function
by causing the nerve cells to dis-
charge repetitively.

Cats are highly sensitive to perme-
thrin and are more likely to de-
velop signs of toxicity than dogs.
Permethrin is metabolized (broken
down by) the liver. It is suspected
that cats may be more likely to de-
velop permethrin toxicity because
they have different liver metabolic
pathways to other species fi in
particular, they have a deficiency
in the enzyme hepatic glucuronosyl
transferase.

Exposure to even small quantities
of permethrin can cause severe
and fatal poisoning in cats. Com-
mon clinical signs of toxicity in-
clude: muscle tremors, twitching,
seizures (see the video clip, right),
salivation, incoordination, fever

Do Cats Get Morning Sickness?

Cats can get morning sickness
when they are pregnant. Although
some cats will throw up or regurgi-
tate her food, not all will. Often you
will notice that she has little or no
appetite. Morning sickness usu-
ally occurs between 3 and 5 weeks
of pregnancy.

What can you do to Help?

Don't force your cat to eat. How-

and dilated pupils. After exposure
to permethrin, signs of toxicity usu-
ally develop within a few hours but
in some cases can take one to two
days to become apparent.

Many different flea spot -on prod-
ucts and flea rinses that are manu-
factured for use on dogs contain
permethrin. Because dogs are less
sensitive to the toxic effects of per-
methrin, these products are safe to
use on dogs but not on cats.

Another route of cat exposure can
occur if there is a dog in the house-
hold that has the product applied
and the cat then grooms the prod-
uct off the dog. It is unknown ex-
actly how long cats should be sepa-
rated from dogs after dogs have
had permethrin products applied.

Treatment of cats with permethrin
poisoning can be intensive and ex-
pensive. There is no antidote for
permethrin poisoning. In general
terms treatment involves decon-
tamination, seizure/tremor control
and supportive care.

Because most cats are exposed af-
ter having permethrin products
applied to their skin, decontamina-
tion involves thorough washing of
the cat with lukewarm water and a
mild hand -dishwashing detergent.

ever, watch for dehydration. Use
electrolytes if it has gone on more
that 12 hours, as cats become de-
hydrated easily. Provide a small
amount to start in a bowl, and she
will drink what she desires. Also,
you can try and tempt your cat with
plain chicken. This will put some-
thing in her stomach to ease the
nausea.

The aim is to remove as much of
the oily product as possible to stop
further absorption through the skin.
Treatment of muscle tremors may
involve the use of methocarbamol
(a centrally acting muscle relaxant)
or benzodiazepines (diazepam or
midazolam). Treatment of seizures
may involve the use of drugs such
as benzodiazepines, barbiturates
(phenobarbitone) and sometimes
even general anaesthesia or heavy
sedation is required (propofol or
alfaxalone).

Supportive care involves an intra-
venous drip, temperature monitor-
ing and other nursing care. Cats
will usually require a few days of
treatment in hospital before slowly
recovering.

Some cats with severe signs do not
survive, require prolonged hospi-
talisation or develop complications.

The cat needs to simply
be near the catnip to benefit from
the anti-nausea properties.

If your cat's morning sickness is
severe or prolonged, seek your
vet's advice right away. In the worst
case scenario, if your cat is dehy-
drated, he might provide an IV with

intravenous fluids .

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BURMESE CAT SOCIETY AGM 2011

It was great to see so many mem-
bers come to the AGM to support
the society. The past 12 months
had seen the GCCF go through
some significant changes and many
of these were having a direct im-
pact on our breed.

John Wilshaw (Chair) opened the
AGM by reminding members that
the Burmese Cat Society was a soci-
ety to support the Burmese Breed
and any decision made by the soci-
ety had to represent the best inter-
est of Burmese. Many of the deci-
sions that the Society currently had
to make had huge implications for
the GCCF as a whole but it was im-
portant that these wider implica-
tions did not detract from the soci-
etyds main focus
sure that they had no negative im-
pact on Burmese.

BURMESE BREEDING POLICY
Unfortunately car problems pre-
vented Steve Crow attending to
give his presentation on the draft
Burmese Breeding Policy. The
draft has been available for some
time on the BCS website and most
members attending had had an op-
portunity to read it. Copies were
also available at the AGM. The
draft had been discussed in the
preceding committee meeting. The
BBAC representative reported at
the committee meeting on the dis-
cussions that had taken place at the
BBAC which had led to the draft
being formed. John Wilshaw re-
ported that the committee had de-
cided in line with these discussions
to reject the proposal in the draft to
allow outcrossing to Asian variants
or any other non Burmese breed. It
was also decided that the proposal
to lift the current import ban on Bur-
mese to enable specific Burmese
that would be valuable to the gene
pool to be imported needed further
investigation. These decisions
were met with universal approval
from the members with several
commenting that they were particu-
larly pleased to hear that the soci-
ety would not be supporting the
use of Asian Variants.

GCCF POLICY CHANGES TO
SHOW SECTION STRUCTURE
John Wilshaw reported to the AGM
that the committee had decided not
to support Asians coming into the
Burmese section this was again re-
ceived with universal support from
the members.

GCCF REVIEW OF CURRENT
SHOW CLASS STRUCTURE
John reported that the Committee
had discussed at the length the
GCCF changes to show class struc-
ture that will be implemented in
June. It was felt that the new struc-
ture would have a significant effect
on entries at the breed show as a
result of Imperial Grand Champi-
wdns no longer Aeing dble to enter
the Grand Champion Class. The
BCS show receives a significant
number of entries from Burmese
who have already achieved their
Imperial title and it is always fantas-
tic to see such great examples of
the breed at the breed show. It was
agreed that that the BCS delegate
would present a proposal to the
GCCF council meeting requesting
that a change be made to the new
structure to allow Imperial Grand
Champions to again be allowed to
be shown in the Grand Champion
Class to compete for the Imperial
Title. This was again received with
universal support from members.

Peter Collin and his team for all of
the hard work they put into the
2010 show especially with the chal-
lenges posed by the weather. He
was very pleased to report that
their hard work was rewarded by
the show making a profit for the
first time in several years.

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What is an IC rating?

The GCCF breeding policy suggests that
breeders should quote inbreeding co
efficiencies on their pedigrees to show
they are complying with GCCF Policy.

So what exactly is an inbreeding co
efficiency and how is it worked out.

In breeding coeffecienicy is the percent-
age intensity of inbreeding for any mat-
ing. The probability that for any given
gene both alleles come from the same
ancestor.

This percentage is referred to as the IC
rating or inbreeding coefficient. This is
calculated using an equation called
wrights equation.

The GGCF breeding policy states that a

IC rating should be calculated over at
least 8 generations and that a degree of
inbreeding between 1% an d 25% is
perfectly acceptable. If the percentage is
above 25% breeders should have re-
searched the parents carefully and be
confident that there is minimal risk of
genetic defect. They do no recommend
that mating should take place where the
is IC rating of 50% or higher.

So how can you calculate the IC rating
for your Burmese or for a potential
mating.

There are a number of databases like
6Breeders Assistant
can calculate this for you. There is also

What is the BBAC?

BBAC standards for Burmese Breed Advi-
sory Committee . Its role is to work in
the interests of the health , welfare and
integrity of the breed. They do this by
monitoring the training and perform-
ance of the Judges on its list and candi-
dates on the Judges and Stewarding
schemes There are currently 12 proba-
tioner Judges and 1 steward on the
scheme so they have a lot of work to do.
The BBAC also reviews the breeds stan-
dard of points, Breeding and Registration

Policy, approving, reviewing and amend-
ing them when required.

The BBAC consists of representatives
from both the Burmese Cat Society and
The Burmese Cat Club. It meets 3 times
a year. Only the BBAC can make propos-
als to council on matters relation to
Judges, Standard of Points, Breeding Pol-
icy and Registration policy.

BURMESE BREEDING POLICY

The BBAC supported by Steve Crow
have been hard at work preparing the
Burmese Breeding Policy. Members
have been keen to know how progress is
getting on. A draft of the Policy went to
the BBAC before Christmas and a num-
ber of changes were identified. These
are currently being done. The draft went
to the GCCF in order to meet the January
deadline. The BBAC hope to sign off the
complete d policy later this year.
